Beyond the Gaze is a three year research project being carried our by a team of researchers at the Universities of Leeds and Strathclyde which looks at issues around safety, regulation and the working practices of internet based sex workers in the UK. The project is funded by the Economic and Social Research Council to conduct interviews and a survey in the sex work community, as well as work with practitioners and those representing the online sex work community to provide resources through a netreach model.
